Last Steps for College Planning
There are a few more things for you to address before your college planning is finished.

1. Be sure to notify the college of your choice that you will be attending there. Often this notification requires
a monetary deposit, and then your housing forms and class selection information arrives.

2. Select your Orientation for College date and time. Most colleges offer more than one , so call or check
online. Have your school ID code ready as you will need that when registering for the orientation.

3. Notify the colleges you will not be attending. They need to offer your spot and scholarship money to an-
other student on their waiting list. You can email or call your college rep: “Thank you for accepting me at
__________. I want to let you know that I will be attending elsewhere. Thank you for the time you’ve put
into my application process.” Then sign your name.

4. Grades STILL matter!! Do well the last month of school in classes and on final exams. Once colleges re-
ceive your final transcript in June, they have the privilege to revoke your acceptance if your grades are not
acceptable to them.

What Really Happens in College Admissions?
How do colleges really evaluate students applying to their institutions? According to the National Assoc. of Col-
lege Admissions Counselors, the following have been identified as important in the admission decision, ranked
from most important to least:
1. Grades in college prep courses.
2. Standardized admission test scores.
3. Grades in all courses plus class rank.
4. Essay or writing sample.
5. Counselor/teacher recommendations.
6. Extracurricular and/or work activities.
7. Interview.
8. Student-demonstrated interests.
9. Scores from additional tests.
10. Race/ethnicity.
11. Ability to pay.
12. State of residence.

The student can then enter college refreshed with
a new appreciation gained through time away from the classroom.
